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KhalsaNhich means ‘pure’ is the name given by Sri Guru
Gobind Singh ji Maharaj to all Sikhs who have béaptised or
initiated by taking Amrit in a ceremony called AinSianchar. The

first time that this ceremony took place was onsdkhi, which
fell on 30 March 1699 at Anandpur Sahib .

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(b) Gurmata by Sarbat Khalsa to the effect that they would not allow
Punjab to be the part of Afghan Empire. (A.D. 1746)

(c) Baba Ram Singh started Namdhari movement in A.D. 1861.

(d) In 1919, Jallianwala Bagh Bloody tragedy took place in which five
hundred innocent Sikhs/Punjabis fell victim to the bullets of the British
imperial government.

(e) Thirteen Sikhs were killed by the Nirankaris headed by Baba Gur-
bachan Singh. Their only fault was that they dared to go to the gath-
ering at Amritsar to request that they should not ridicule their Gurus
by immitaring them and their institutions. (A.D. 1978)

(f) Guru Amar Das, the third Guru in succession to Guru Nanak, held
religious festival at Goindwal for the first time (A.D. 1559) on this day.
April 14: Khalsa College Council was organised in 1892 A.D. at Am-
ritsar.

April 15

(a) Advent of Guru Nanak (A.D. 1469).

(b) Advent of Guru Arjan Dev (A.D. 1563).

April 16

(a) Invasion of Delhi by Khalsa Dal (A.D.1780).

(b) The passing away of Bhai Sahib Bhai Randhir Singh Ji (1961). He
was a renowned Sikh Savant and headed the Akhand Kirtani Jatha.

April 17

Occupation of Paharganj, Delhi (1766) by Dal Khalsa forces.

April 18

First Sikh Educational Conference organised by Chief Khalsa Diwan
was held at Gujranwala in A.D. 1908.

April 19

Maharaja Dalip Singh, the last ruler of Punjab was sent to England in
A.D.1854. April 20: The march of Khalsa forces towards Kashmir
(A.D.1816).

April 21

Ghadar Party came into existence (A.D.1913).

April 24

Murder of Gurbachan Singh Nirankari at Delhi (1980) at the behest of
whom 13 innocent Sikhs were killed at Amritsar on April 13,1978 and
about a hundred injured.

April 27

(a) Jaito Morcha ended in victory (1925). In all fifteen Shahidi Jathas
participated in this Morcha.

(b) First Lahore Conspiracy case was registered in 1915 against
members of Ghadar Party, a revolutionary Indian Group formed in
the USA by the Indians settled there the majority of whom were
Sikhs. They were charged with waging war against the crown and to
end the British rule in India.

April 30

A mysterious aroma like blazing light circumabulated the Holy Guru
Granth Sahib in Golden Temple and vanished instantly (A.D.1877).
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EVENTS THAT SHAPED THE SIKH HISTORY

April 1

Advent of Sri Guru Tegh Bahadur Sahib (A.D. 1621). April 2: Ranijit
Singh's forces were disbanded (A.D. 1850) by East India Company
nearly a year after its occupation of the Punjab on March 29, 1850.

April 3

(a) Sardar Jassa Singh Ahluwalia alongwith Panj Pyaras laid the sec-
ond foundation of Sri Harimandir Sahib in A.D. 1764(1821 B.K.). Ac-
cording to Giani Kirpal Singh, the celebrated author of 'Sri Harmandir
Sahib Da Sunehri Itihas', it was laid in October, 1764.

April 8

Kapuri Morcha against the construction of Sutlej-Yamuna Link Canal
was started by the Akali Dal in 1982.
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April 9

(a) Diwan Lakhpat Rai, the Dewan of the Governor of Lahore, in A.D.
1746 to avenge the death of his brother Jaspat Rai (who was killed in
a skirmish with a sikh outfit), issued orders to kill the Sikhs at sight.
His campaign culminated in massacre of 1748 A.D., named as small
holocaust in Sikh history. The great holocaust took place on February
5,1762.

(b) During the Kumbh Mela (Hardwar) in 1796, the Bairagies
shatched away the belongings of Udasi Sadhus. The Khalsa Dal in-
tervened and compelled the Bairagies to return the same to the
Udasis.

April 10

At the request of a poor Brahmin of Kasur whose wife had been ad-
bucted by Usman Khan, the Chief of Kasur, the Sikhs who had as-
sembled at the holy Akal Takhat, passed a resolution (Gurmat(a) to
liberate the lady and restore her to her husband. They redeemed
their pledge by accomplishing the task within a record time. (A.D.
1763)

April 11

(a) Ahmed Shah Abdali blew off Harimandir Sahib with his guns,
desecrated and filled the sacred tank of Nector with rubbish (A.D.
1762),

April 12

(a) Maharaja Mohinder Singh of Patiala passed away in A.D. 1876.

(b) Professor Gurmukh Singh of Oriental College, Lahore and Giani
Dit Singh editor 'Khalsa Akhbar' established KhalsaDiwan Lahore to
propagate Sikh tenets (1885).

April 13

(a) Sher-i-Punjab Maharaja Ranijit Singh held first Shahi Darbar in
Lahore Fort and assumed the title of Maharaja in A.D. 1801.
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
